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ABSTRACT. We show that Protagoras, Gorgias and Plato in different passages had been making use of
some variations or special cases of the following holistic assumption: a whole and all of its constituents
are forming a holistic system in which the constituents are determined by each other. This holistic
assumption may have been used by Protagoras to justify his thesis that man is measure of all things.
Subsequent philosophers have also used this assumption in epistemic contexts. Gorgias had been using
this assumption to justify the inability for a man to comprehend that which the other man thinks. Most
often this assumption had been employing by Plato — in the course of many analyses of how to comprehend
some complex (or whole) objects. Finally, we show that our interpretation of Protagoras’ thesis has an
advantage over Ugo Zilioli’s interpretation of this thesis: it is more coherent and immune to the criticism
that can be leveled against the last one.
